Please read the following information carefully before submitting your application:

This is a residential 3-day program, August 23-25, taking place at the Lebanese American University Byblos Campus. Participants will work in small groups to develop a project proposal for a community-based action program, and prepare a written reflective paper. All participants completing the program and the required assignments will receive a Certificate. 

All participants must make the commitment to remain in residence in the Residence Halls on campus throughout the duration of the program. Accommodation will be provided in double rooms. Participants will have access to all LAU student facilities (library, computer center, tennis and Basketball courts, gym, etc.), and will be provided e-mail and internet access. The campus has 24-hour security.
